TELALERT   TREE   INSTRUCTIONS
1. The Telalert Tree, for those who my not be familiar with such a vehicle, is used when a general call-up of members is needed for drills or ECOM emergencies.  
2. The Telalert Tree works in the following manner:

The Coordinator, NNN0GAX or any member, initiates the procedure starting at the top.  In turn flowing down the tree, calls are made to those in the next tier.   For example, GAX recognizes the need to activate the tree.  He then contacts GAX1.  GAX1 calls GAX2.  GAX2 then calls WHT, QUU, QLT, LTP, EPE, QUE and EYR.  

WHT, QUU, QLT, LTP, EPE, QUE and EYR would call the member(s) listed below them (e.g. WHT would call III, III would call PHI).  This would continue down the tree until all members are notified. 

3. The process is simple, but what happens if you call the person below you, and you get an answering machine or there is no answer?  You would leave a message on the answering machine, and then call the next person on the list below the one you could not contact.   Continue to try and reach the person listed below you that did not answer the phone. 

4. Yes this may require a toll charge (possibly a tax deduction).   The Telalert tree is not activated too often, so calls should be few.
